The Bengali Christian Convention Comes Back to New York City

On July 19% and 20, Bengali Christians from all over the North America will convene once
again for the 3™ Bengali Christian Convention. It is the second time that the convention will
be hosted in New York City. This year it will be held at the Mary Louis Academy, with the
host group being the Probashi Bengali Christian Association, representing New York, New
Jersey and Connecticut. The previous convention of 2005, was hosted by the Bengali
Christian community of Maryland, Virginia, and Washington, D.C. Cver 1500 people are
expected to attend the event this year, which will be a mixture of cultural and educational
programming. The convention marks an important milestone for the Bengali Christian
community, who have now been organizing events in the United States for 25 years. Our
chief guest for the convention is Honorable Ambassador, Ms. Ismat Jahan, who is the
Permanent Representative of Bangladesh to the United Nations.

The convention is unlike any other event that the Bengali Christian community organizes. It is the culmination of
countless hours of planning meetings and hard work of the convention organizers, cabinet members, and volunteers. This
year, the main focus of the convention is the celebration of the community bonds that tie us together. For many, leaving
Bangladesh to come to a new country was a very difficult decision. Many left their family, friends, and loved ones to
pursue a new life in the United States. While many found new found success, new friends, and assimilated to the new
culture, others felt isolation and alienation from their previous life in Bangladesh. Many of know that the community to
which one belongs, is probably the center of one’s social life. In Bangladesh, evenings after work, or Sundays after
church meant going to see a relative for tea, or lunch, and some time to relax and socialize. Unfortunately, here in the
U.S. the time is a luxury. Many work long hours at several jobs, endure hardship, and barely have enough time to see
their immediate family, much less their commumty friends. Thus the convention has the important purpose of reminding
us Bengali Christians that we are not alone in this country, and that we still belong to a strong community and support
network, While we may not be able to see each cother on a regular basis, as in Bangladesh, we can still renew old and new
friendships at the convention.

The second focus of the convention is our community’s obhgat:on to recognize our elders and previcus community
leaders; those who have paved the way for us to proper and organize in a new country. Over the past 25 years, many
individuals and families have sacrificed their time, energy, and money to support Probashi, and the important work that it
is charged with conducting, To express out grat:tude for their hard work, former PBCA presidents and community leaders
will be honored during the opening ceremonies by having their name announced and by being invited to the stage to be

recongnized.

Any Bengali will tell you how important their culture is to their identity. As such, this year’s convention will be packed
with Bengali poetry, drama, along with riveting dance and song numbers from our own community members. The
audience will be treated to internationally acclaimed classical and contemporary singers during the evening hours. In
between the performances, we will have group discussions on a range of topics, from Bengali history, immigration, career
opportunities, college readiness, and current events.

Lastly, the convention, aims to provide a platform through which our youth can congregate and make friends with other
Bengali Christians in the United States. Since we belong to a relatively small community here, it is very hard for Bengali
Christian youth to find other young people who belong to the same community. Many youth find it difficult to fully
express their culture amongst friends who may not be familiar with Bangladesh and the nuances of its culture. At the
convention, youth can freely mingle amongst people who are their counterparts, which offers a rich opportunity to
network and learn about other cities, schools, colleges and careers. This is especially helpful when voung people travel to
other cities and need to find someone friendly to help them find their way around town, or even a place to stay while they
are on their trip. Mostly importantly, the convention will help develop a sense of community and pride for their heritage
and the people who work hard to preserve its principles and values.
